Emblem

The national emblem uses red, gold, and blue to represent the warm, friendly, loyal parent-
child relationship of the ""Y-Indian Princess' program. The crossed arrows of friendship and
the two red hearts of love and understanding are symbols emphasizing the **Friends Always"*
slogan along the border. The central figures, hand in hand, depict meaningfully the focus of
the program - to foster the companionship of fathers and daughters. The YMCA emblem
identifies basic orientation and membership in the YMCA.

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Planting a Three Sisters Garden

In late spring, we plant the corn and beans and
squash. They're not just plants- we call them the
three sisters. We plant them together, three kinds
of seeds in one hole. They want to be together
with each other, just as we Indians want to be to-
gether with each other. So long as the three sis-
ters are with us we know we will never starve.
The Creator sends them to us each year. We cele-
brate them now. We thank Him for the gift He
gives us today and every day.

L5%  Critters will find it harder to invade your garden by interplanting your corn,

2% beans and squash. The corn stalk serves as a pole for the beans, the beans help
27 to add the nitrogen to the soil that the corn needs, and the squash provides a
ground cover of shade that helps the soil retain moisture.

1. In late May or early June, hoe up the ground and heap the earth into piles about a foot high and about 20 across. The
centers of your mounds should be about four feet apart and should have flattened tops.

2. First, in the center of each mound, plant five or six corn kernels in a small circle.

3. After a week or two, when the corn has grown to be five inches or so, plant seven or eight pole beans in a circle about
six inches away from the corn kernels.

4. A week later, at the edge of the mound about a foot away from the beans, plant seven or eight squash or pumpkin
seeds.

5. When the plants begin to grow, you will need to weed out all but a few of the sturdiest of the corn plants from each
mound. Also keep the sturdiest of the bean and squash plants and weed out the weaker ones.

6. As the corn and beans grow up, you want to make sure that the beans are supported by cornstalks, wrapping around
the corn. The squash will crawl out between the mounds, around the corn and beans.

Enjoy your harvest!!!

The headband features red and yellow embroidery on blue wool felt. It displays significant symbols of Y-
Indian Princess principles and purpose. The central theme is the sign of the Great Spirit with the crossed
arrows of friendship and the circled heart of love on either side. Father and daughter are symbolized next
to the grouped tepees which indicate happy work in the community, and the single tepee which denotes
happy work in the home. The trees, water, and grass exhort the wearer to seek and preserve the Great
Spirit's beauty in forest, field and stream.

The total meaning may be summed up this: "Father and daughter, through friendly service to each other,
to the family, to the tribe and the community, seek a world pleasing to the eye of the Great Spirit".
